When the 
tide is, or the sea gets rough, waves crash over 
the rock bar into the lagoon, creating a bubbly 
effect in the warm lagoon water. Once you’ve 
checked that box, head over to the Compass 
Cay Marina, where you can swim with the cay’s 
nurse sharks. These giant (up to 14-feet) 
bottom feeders are majestic and generally 
harmless to humans. Be sure to schedule your 
adventuring around our bocce ball tournament!

O’Brien’s Cay has several great snorkeling and 
diving spots, including an area known as “The 
Aquarium,” which is jam-packed with tropical 
fish, turtles, rays and octopi.
